Yazaki examines the entire 
lifecycle of products from development to disposal, focusing on the potential environmental 
impact and Yazaki's activities at each stage in order to reduce environmental impact 
throughout the product lifecycle.

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These guidelines apply to the purchase of parts used in production by the Yazaki Group Automotive
Sector and the suppliers from whom those parts are purchased.  This includes materials and parts used 
in wiring harness related parts, automotive meters, automotive electronic equipment, automotive 
instruments, and so on.

In line with the objectives mentioned above, cooperation in the following five areas is 
sought for the sake of reducing environmental impact.

The Yazaki Group undertakes activities to preserve the global environment in all of its divisions 
including marketing, development, and production.  These company-wide activities require not only 
efforts within the company, but also the cooperation of suppliers and others who support our operations.
For example, with regard to parts that are purchased for use in production processes, it is essential that 
we carry out environmental initiatives in cooperation with our suppliers.

These guidelines request that suppliers create an environmental management system, reduce the use of 
environmentally hazardous substances, and provide data on chemical substances. They are intended to 
promote the implementation of the Yazaki Group Environmental Policy from the perspective of 
purchasing.

5-1) Creation of an Environmental Management System

5-2) Reduction of of environmentally hazardous substances

EU ELV directive effective July 2003… in principle bans the use of   (with certain exemptions)
4 banned substances - cadmium, mercury, lead, hexavalent chromium

(Cadmium and mercury are not covered)

* Hexavalent chromium: April 2004 to December 2005 (phased switchover)
White and yellow --> Seven technologies for alternatives (chemicals, management conditions, etc.) recommen
Green and black --> Coordination of and switch to alternative technologies planned  By end of December 20

* Lead in light bulbs and glass: January to June 2004 (phased switchover)

Beginning in the first half of 2005 - All new product to be made lead free.
Beginning in the first half of 2007 - All products including spare parts are to be made completely lead free.

* Designated bromine-based flame retardants:  Investigation followed by a switchover is planned

Solder: Beginning in the first half of 2004 - Reflow soldering and terminals (hand-soldered parts 
such as connectors) for some model products to be made lead free.

The contact person at Yazaki will periodically request that suppliers submit information concerning 
chemical substances using the designated form in order to respond to investigations of chemical 
substances included in products in accordance with requests from automakers and to promote the 
environmental friendliness of our products.  We ask for your cooperation with these requests.

It is necessary for Yazaki Group suppliers to comply with all applicable laws and regulations 
and to actively promote activities intended to preserve the global environment.  Specific 
actions that we would like our suppliers to take include acquisition of ISO 14001 certification 
or creation of a similar environmental management system.

* Following the distribution of these guidelines, "environmental management system" will be 
added as a supplier evaluation category.
